No significant ADWS by Cross-categorization 
interaction effects
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Theoretical issues
• Against the dual identity hypothesis: the idea of subgroup 

referent norms as opposed to overarching group referent 
norms 

• No support for cross-categorization effects mediated by 
similarity: cross-categorized groups were perceived as 
more rather than less diverse: separation vs variety 
(Harrison & Klein, 2007)

• Cross-categorization had a stronger inpact on affective 
outcomes. Role of information processing? 

• No support for attitudinal effects via a stronger tendency to 
elaborate. Comparable attitudinal effects were found for 
cross-categorized groups
